What If That Doesnõt Work? 

Last month, we looked at the òbare bonesó of RtI, outlining what sort of teaching should 

be happening in regular education classrooms and how to provide support to those students who 

are still struggling, despite the research -based , differentiated instructional strategies being 

used by the classroom teacher.  For the majority of those who need additional support, the 

process described last month will be enough to help them close the gap.  But what if that           

additional support (known as Tier 2) isnõt enough? 

The percentage of students who will fall into this category is quite small (5% or less), 

assuming that the core instruction delivered in the regular education classroom is of a high 

quality.  These at -risk students enter Tier 3.  Tier 3 consists of very small (1 to 3 students) 

groups in which students receive explicit modeling and instruction in their areas of weakness.  

This small group instruction follows the same topics being studied in the regular classroom and 

is in addition to the regular class time , not a situation where students are pulled out of the 

regular class time.   These small groups meet daily for about 30 minutes per session.   

There is a very small percentage of students who may not close the gap through Tier 3 

interventions (typically 1% or less).  These are the students that may be determined to have a 

learning disability and should be referred for the necessary testing.  

The key to making the best use of both Tier 2 and Tier 3 interventions is to maintain 

the extra support as long as it is needed, then to gradually reduce the support and release 

the student when he or she is no longer in need .
